	English
	Write a diary entry as a Stone Age child describing a day in your life. Include hunting, gathering and shelter.
	Create a short information text explaining how life changed from the Stone Age to the Iron Age.
	Write a myth or legend that early people might have told around a campfire.

	Maths
	Create a timeline showing the Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age. Include how long each period lasted.
	Investigate how many years ago the Stone Age began. Can you calculate how long ago key events happened?
	Design repeating patterns inspired by prehistoric art.

	Creative
	Create a piece of Stone Age cave art using natural colours (pencil, chalk, paint or collage).
	Build a model of a Stone Age home, Bronze Age roundhouse or Iron Age hillfort using junk materials.
	Design and decorate your own prehistoric tool or piece of jewellery.

	History/ Geography
	Draw and label a map showing where early humans lived and migrated.
	Research Skara Brae or a local site eg Carn Euny and create a fact file explaining why it is important.
	Compare life in the Stone Age with life today. What is similar and what is different?

	Science
	Investigate which materials early humans used for tools and why.
	Find out how Stone Age people made fire. Draw and explain the process.
	Explore which foods were hunted or gathered and group them into food types.

	Oracy
	Explain to an adult how life changed from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. Can they ask you questions?
	Imagine you are teaching a class about prehistoric Britain. What would you tell them?
	Discuss which age (Palaeolithic, Mesolithic or Neolithic) you think would be the hardest to live in and why.
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
