Head Lice Alert!

These pesky little creatures have been spotted in all classes so please check
your child’s hair for any evidence of either adult lice or their eggs (nits).
Current guidelines recommend the ‘wet combing’ method should you find
signs of head lice; after shampooing your child’s hair apply a liberal amount of
conditioner and then, using a fine tooth comb (plastic nit combs available from
any chemist are thought to work most effectively) comb through the hair from
the root along the entire length of the hair. If your child’s hair is fine you may
find it easier to run the hair between your thumb and finger. It is necessary to
repeat this process every 3-5 days to ensure that any newly hatched lice are
removed before the cycle repeats itself.
